Goff reported that renewal of the hosting site for the Lake Margaret website is due.

Motion by Toborg, seconded by M. Miller that the hosting site for the Lake Margaret Conservation Association web page be moved to GoDaddy for a price of $100.45 for three years.

Motion by Goff, seconded by M. Miller that Dave Anderson be reimbursed at a rate of $50/hr. for time spent switching the website to GoDaddy.  (All other work on the web site is done by him on a volunteer basis).

McNitt reported that once the Wenck report is finalized the Lake shore Environmental committee will have recommendations on what can and will be done to improve Lake Margaret.

Toborg reported that Melinda Re has been making good progress on getting property owner signatures for next year’s spraying for curly leaf pondweed.  She ahs also collected over $900 in donations.  There was no report on progress in finding a weed harvester.

D. Miller discussed the contents of the proposed Lake Margaret overlay district and the difficulty in getting it approved.  The two major issues are the fees and the effect on agriculture.

It was reported that Ed Koska is working with the DNR and the sod farm owner in trying to solve the phosphorous drainage problem.

Grussendorf reported that he will be attending the annual meeting of the Crow Wing Basin Forage Advisory Committee on January.  One of the scheduled workshops is on riparian waterways.

Final bylaws for LMCA are not yet completed.  Suggested changes have been forward to Kevin Egan.

McNitt reported that the contract with Wenck for Phase III of the Lake Margaret study has been finalized but must be approved by the MPCA.  They hope to have the study completed by the first of May.
