● On motion by Marlys Meyer and seconded by Dave Loch the minutes of the August 9,                                             

    2007, meeting were approved.

● Melinda Re reported that she did not pursue submitting an application for Shoreland                                      

    Restoration Grants because she couldn’t find anyone interested in participating in the

    program.  Melinda suggested we get more information out to property owners and pursue

    grants next year.

● Melinda reported that the DNR has remapped the entire lake for aquatic vegetation 

    and presented a map showing the areas curly leaf pondweed was treated this year and                             

    untreated areas surfacing after treatment.   Melinda and Bob Toborg are getting the required       

    signatures from property owners for next year’s spraying.   Melinda believes the next aquatic 

    vegetation needing to be addressed is coontail.

● Melinda is also working on finding a weed harvester and that purchase of a DNR harvesting 

    permit should be considered for next year.

● Bob Grussendorf, President of the Gull Chain of Lakes Association, reported on the boat

    inspection program which was initiated this fall.  He hopes to expand the program next year.

● Bob Toborg reported on the secchi disk readings.  

● Discussion was held on the proposed by-laws which have to be finalized before the     

   Association can apply for 501 3-C tax exempt status.  Dave Loch suggested several changes

   in the proposed by-laws.  

         MOTION by Goff, seconded by Sue Moline that the following changes be made in the

          proposed LMCA by-laws:

Section 5.2   Number, Tenure and Qualifications:  The…members.  Except as otherwise provided, the term of office is three years, except that the initial Board of Directors shall draw straws to determine staggered terms of one, two or three years in order to ensure that not more than 33% of the Directors….

Section 5.4   Election of Directors:  Members and officers of the Board of Directors shall be elected by secret  written ballot by a majority of the Directors Members.  Balloting shall take place at the annual meeting of the Members.  Vacancies occurring…Directors.  All officers shall be elected by the Board of Directors pursuant to article 6.1.

             

 Motion passed unanimously.

● Doug Miller reported that the Lake Margaret overlay district will not be completed 

   before the expiration of the City of Lake Shore moratorium on building permits on    

   Lake Margaret property.   The proposed overlay district  is expected to be before 

   Planning and Zoning in October and the city Council in November.  There will be a

   window during which time developers could apply for a permit under  the current less 

   stringent ordinance.

● Steve Moline stated that he has been informed that the Cass County Assessor has a

   four year plan to continue to increase the assessed values of lake homes.  He suggested

   a letter be sent to the county reminding them that Lake Margaret is an impaired lake.

● Bob Grussendorf stated that he is here to see how the two lake associations can 

   Cooperate and how the Gull Chain of Lakes Association can be of assistance to 

   Lake Margaret.
